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AWARENESS AGREEMENT
THE USE (out-going calls, in-coming calls, text messaging, camera use, game-playing, or any other use) OF CELL PHONES, PAGERS, MUSIC PLAYERS, VIDEO GAMES & DIGITAL RECORDING EQUIPMENT IN THE SCHOOL IS STRICTLY PROHIBITED. 

STUDENTS MAY NOT HAVE ‘EAR BUDS’ or ‘BLUETOOTH DEVICES’ IN THEIR EARS.

· Any phone or electronic device confiscated by a teacher, security or staff member can ONLY be picked up by a parent in the Discipline Office.
· 2nd violation will include a one to three day in-school suspension.

· Subsequent violations will result in a one to three day out of school suspension.

CPS LAW AGAINST TRUANCY 
· Parents and students must strive for 95% or better (9 total absences in a school year or less) per the CPS Board.
· Parents must make sure that the school always has two current phone numbers on file.
· A parent signed absence note must ALWAYS be dropped off at the Attendance Office to clear the “unexcused” absence.

· 18 ‘unexcused” = “truant” absences in a year can cause a parent/child to attend a CPS truancy court hearing.  Parents are required by law to ensure that the child attends school.  
· Teachers can fail a student for excessive absence.

CUTTING CLASS IS SERIOUS VIOLATION THAT WILL NOT BE TOLERATED
· Any child who comes to school but misses an entire class is marked “cut.”

· One detention must be served before or after school for each cut.

· An automated phone call goes to the house that night.

· A cut is an unexcused absence from class and 18 unexcused absences in a semester can fail a child.

· Students must always get permission from their teacher FIRST should they need to leave class for an emergency.

TARDY TO SCHOOL WILL NOT BE TOLERATED
· Any student not sitting in his/her 1st period class by 8:00 AM is tardy.
· An automatic “tardy to school” phone call goes home that night.

· Three times tardy to school results in one detention.

· Missing all of first period is a “tardy/cut” and equals one detention with a ½ day of unexcused absence for falling below the required number of instructional minutes in a day.
TARDY TO CLASS WILL NOT BE TOLERATED 
· Students have four minutes between classes.  Teachers do not issue passes the first and last ten minutes of class.
· Students caught in a hall sweep must get a tardy pass by the attendance office.

· Three times tardy to class equals one detention.
STUDENTS WHO DON’T SERVE DETENTION GET IN-SCHOOL SUSPENSION
· Once the detentions go over five, students can get ISS.
· Students spend an entire day in ISS working on a discipline packet to get their detentions marked “served.”
· Students who need another ISS for cuts & tardies will need to be reinstated by a parent each time thereafter until behavior improves.
· A parent, student and counselor conference is recommended since attendance problems are predictors for academic failure.
OUT OF SCHOOL SUSPENSION
· Students who walk out of ISS will be suspended.
· The discipline office abides by the CPS Student Code of Conduct when suspending students.
